Your child is learning Set One Sounds. In this group, your child is learning the following: 
· Set 1 sounds – m,a,s,d,t,I,n,p,g,o,c,k,u,b,f,e,l,h,sh,r,j,v,y,w,th,z,ch,qu,x,ng,nk
· Learning to blend / blending independently  
· Spell using Fred Fingers (sounding out individual sounds to spell)
· Fred Talk.

We strongly recommend that you subscribe to ‘Ruth Miskin Training’ on YouTube or on Facebook in order for your child to continue their learning with a live daily speed sounds lesson (Approximately 10 minutes). Watch with your child and encourage them to join in as directed.
